1. Take I-64 to New Albany (1st exit after 
crossing Sherman Minton Bridge) 
2. At end of expressway exit there is a stop 

light at the stoplight turn right. Go until 
the street dead ends and you have to turn at this point…this is Main Street / 
Route 111 
3. Turn RIGHT on Route 111, IMPORTANT; at this point set your odometer to 
ZERO and DO NOT reset it the rest of the way! 
4. At 8/10 of a mile the road will curve to the left and over some railroad tracks, 
follow it. 
5. Caesar's Casino will be in approximately 8 more miles, pass it by.
